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Second Year of “The Spancrete Studio” Progresses with More Students Enrolled

(February 19, 2007) — The Spancrete
Studio, the first corporate-sponsored course of its kind
focused on precast concrete fabrication and construction for
architectural students in the United States, announced
positive changes and continued growth as the semester-long
course at University of Wisconsin-Milwaukee School of
Architecture and Urban Planning began its second year.

Similar to last year, students will be exposed to technical
information from a range of industry sources, plant and jobsite
tours, and hands-on exposure to current construction projects
throughout lllinois and Wisconsin.

Co-taught by Snyder and Adjunct Assistant Professor
Matthew Jarosz, The Spancrete Studio explores the role of
technology and its relationship to today’s architectural design
standards.

professionals and production techniques not normally found in the classroom.
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
